ALBURY (or ALDBURY), 2 miles north-east from Chil-
worth station on the South Eastern railway, 5 east of
Guildford and 36 from London, is a parish and village, in
the Western division of the county, Blackheath hundred,
second division, Guildford union, Guildford and Godalming
county court district, rural deanery of Guildford, archdea-
conry of Surrey, diocese of Winchester, situated in a vale at
the foot of @ range of chalk hills, which extend from near
Farnham into Kent ; here, on a plain, a short distance from
the road to Cranley, is the foundation of what is generally
considered to have been a Roman temple. The church of
SS. Peter & Paul, in the village, is a Gothic brick building,
having nave, aisles and transept, with tower, clock and 6
bells ; it was erected at the expense of H. Drummond, esq.
